Overview: 

The SEND Advisory services offer for Makaton training will support Birmingham’s aim to 

develop an inclusive, holistic approach to developing speech, language and communication 

skills across the city. 

Research proves that Makaton supports the development of interaction and communication 

and encourages more vocalisations, speech sounds and eventually, words.    It supports the 

development of essential communication skills such as attention and listening, comprehension, 

memory, recall and organisation of language and expression.  It can also help to reduce 

frustration for those who find communication with others challenging.

These courses are recommended for school staff who need to use Makaton in their work to 

support the development of communication for children with a range of needs.
