Lisa has been achieving her termly targets on her ITP.  She achieved all of her annual targets set last year.

	What have we tried?

What have we tried?

Lisa daily starts and ends her day with Mrs Kilworth TA to help reduce anxieties around school, this is helping but Lisa needs to build a relationship with other adults 

Lisa’s has 1:1 specific teaching around her literacy difficulties through Fresh Start and Catch up reading programmes, she has made progress and enjoys these 1:1 sessions with the TA. 

At social time Lisa uses the Learning Zone (a safe space) which is much quieter where she can play on the iPads rather than having to mix with lots of people. Lunchtime Lisa has a front of queue pass as the noise and number of people is overwhelming. She doesn’t like to eat in the canteen preferring to bring her food to the learning zone.

What are we pleased about?

Lisa has built good relationships with staff in the TA team and her family have regular email contact with staff. This has helped her to settle into school and Lisa knows that her parents and staff in school are talking which helps reduce some of her anxieties. 

In intervention sessions Lisa is trying hard and is eager to please, she is making progress in these areas and is starting to be able to work with adults to correct her work. 

What have we learned?

Lisa would like to come out of P.E and Arts subjects as they feel unpredictable and other pupils don’t behave or listen to the teacher straight away. She has needed support to get her into these lessons and regular checks to make sure she’s able to remain in class.

Lisa finds it difficult to concentrate in lessons where there is lots of talking or things are unpredictable. She needs support to manage change within the school day, for instance didn’t cope well when her English lesson happened in another classroom. 

Lisa needs expectations to be clear around what work she has to complete, she finds it easier when she knows exactly how many lines for example the paragraph needs to be.

Lisa still has significant difficulties with her communication as a result of her ASC needs and still needs support in and out of the classroom to engage with peers and adults. 

Lisa also has specific learning difficulties and she continues to need individualised intervention to close the gap between her and her peers. 

In the classroom she needs support to engage with learning and help to keep her on task with activities. This is done through TA support and differentiated curriculum. 

Intervention programmes will continue, social stories supporting Lisa to understand situations and why people react in particular ways. Lisa continues to benefit from checking in with an adult at the start and end of each day. As needed this is communicated with home and parents want this to continue as it helps they when she is unsettled at home.
Lisa continues to access Fresh Start and catch up reading programmes on a 1:1 basis but everyone agreed that building this up to paired sessions and even small groups would be beneficial and help with her social interactions. This is supported by the reports from both CAT and PSS.

Continue with the daily check in/out conversations as these are helping to ease anxieties 

!:1 literacy sessions are having an impact but having made pleasing progress will integrate Lisa into small group interventions which will also support social skills. Important that these groups are calm and Lisa is able to focus on work

Lisa needs to be prompted to apply the literacy skills she has been taught in intervention to her normal lessons, TA will help set targets in lessons which reflect the skills she has been taught alongside lesson outcomes.
